“CONTRACT” VERBS

Verbs whose present stems end in a short vowel (&, &, or o) are called
Contract Verbs. Contract verbs “contract” in the Present and
Imperfect tenses (see VERBS: Conjugation of Contract Verbs chart, next
page). Because a consonant (e.g., -0-, -0-, -k-) is added to the stem
in all other tenses, these final stem vowels “lengthen” in those
tenses (see Lengthenings chart, below).

Contractions  Since in the Present and Imperfect tenses there is nothing added to
the verb stem before the endings are joined, the short vowel of the
stem meshes or “contracts” with the thematic vowel of the endings
to form either a single, longer vowel or diphthong:
